Report of the trustees for the year ending 31%' August 2018 (Temporary):

The trustees are pleased to present their annual report together with the financial statements
of the charity for the year ending 31° August 2018 which are also prepared to meet the
requirements for Companies House Act 2006.

About us:

The generation of Kanapathippillai and Kanakammaa, called “Saththiyavan family” lived at
Inparsiddy, Pointpedro, Sri Lanka. To maintain their happiness and togetherness, this family
used to get together twice a month, at full moon and new moon for over 65 years.
Unfortunately, we could not maintain the Saththiyavan family get-togethers due to the civil war
and family members migrating outside of Sri Lanka.

To reinforce the Saththiyavan family get-together and help our village and country people, we
formed an organisation called “Saththiyavan Trust” in the United Kingdom.

Our Mission:

Provide relief and assistance for people in Sri Lanka who are the victims of natural disaster,
trouble or catastrophe and the civil war.

Last Year’s Activities:

Inparsiddy Community Centre asked Saththiyavan Trust to help build a children’s park in
Inparsiddy through late Mr Kannapathippillai Annalingham. To begin this project, Inparsiddy
Community Centre requested 300,000.00 Sri Lankan Rupees (3 Lacks) and Late Mr Annalin-
gam requested us to send as much as we could help them. On this basis Saththiyavan Trust
decided to fund the Inparsiddy Community Centre by six instalments to build the Children’s
Park.

Inparsiddy Children’s Park Foundation was laid and the wall was built with the first instalment
of funds from Saththiyavan Trust. The Children’s Park land was restructured with the second
instalment. Then sand was rolled out and made firm to build the park with our third instalment.
With the fourth instalment, a protection fence was laid and secured for the park users. The fifth
instalment was used to build the electricity connection which was engineered to pass through
the nearby Anthiyeddi Hut. The Anthiyeddi Hut previously did not have an electrical supply, so
these funds helped another cause as well. The final instalment was used to purchase park
equipment and other essential needs to complete the Inparsiddy Children’s Park project.

The Children’s Park belongs to the Inparsiddy people. It is the Inparsiddy Community Centre’s
and people’s responsibility to maintain and take care of the park in the future. Saththiyavan
Trust will not have any responsibility over the Children’s Park since its completion.
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Our Last year’s Achievements:

+ Atthe beginning, Saththiyavan Trust set out to contribute 20% of the total cost for
the park project. However, we have ended up funding just over 90% of the cost with
2 million Sri Lankan Rupees. Saththiyavan family is honoured and proud to have
contributed to the community in this way.

¢  The Secretary of Inparsiddy Community Centre, Mr V. Senthivel, and
Late K. Annalingham have been inspirational during the Children’s Park project. We
believe our relationship with the Inparsiddy people has strengthened due to their
enthusiasm and dedication.

. Children’s Park will help with the following:

Mental benefits — Children’s Park equipment helps toddler’s brains develop as they
explore the world through motor activities and sensory experiences.

Self-confidence benefit — Children gain self-confidence and an increase in
self- esteem.

Social benefits — Group interaction and social development take place in the park in
a number of ways.

Physical benefits — Playground equipment gets children moving and having fun
while improving their health and fitness.

Future plan:

Every year, two people who are living under the poverty line in Inparsiddy will be chosen to
receive some financial assistance from Saththiyavan Trust, to help them set up a business or
get a job. By doing this, we will help two families improve their living standards. For this project
we would like to form an organisation in Inparsiddy to help deliver our targets.

Trustees:

The trustees are responsible for the strategic direction of the Saththiyavan Trust, establishing
policies and procedures for the operation of the Saththiyavan Trust. It also holds management
responsible for delivery of the business plan and maintenance of high quality service.

Statement of Advisory Panel:

The Advisory panel member’s role is to act as an independent advisor of internal systems to
ensure that policies, procedures and regulatory requirements are properly applied. Advisory
panel members are Mr. Kanapathipillai Karunanithi and Mr. Sundram Biraba Harahn. These
advisors have carried out regular checks of Saththiyavan Trust activities and provided both
written and verbal reports to every meeting of the Saththiyavan Trust. They focus checks with
relation to the Saththiyavan Trust activities, prioritising areas where risk is highest. We are
pleased that no issues of major concern have been identified in the period. One of the key roles
of the Advisory Panel Member is to ensure that the Saththiyavan Trust delivers compliance with
regulatory requirements.
